General guidance for teacher: Bossov Ballet Theatre screens Summer Camp applicants 
for three criterion: 

1. Willingness to work and to improve according to the guidance and direction 
offered by our staff. 

2. Reasonably assured physical potential to achieve ballet stage presence by the 
time dancer reaches maturity. 

3. A model citizen. 

We are here to work with dancers and help them achieve their goals. Our program 
however, is one for the serious and dedicated. Past experience has proven that all 
participants enjoy the intensive most, when everyone shares a serious desire to learn. 

Regarding "reasonably assured physical potential", we realize that no one can accurately 
predict how a dancer's body will mature. Also, we reject stereotypes of "how a dancer 
has to look". We only ask your advice in this area on whether it is reasonable to think the 
dancer can one day take the stage and entertain an audience, either in the corps, or in a 
duet or solo role.
